After considerabl e discussion during which a nunber of very good ideas were
brought out, it was noved b%vhﬁ' Partington and seconded by M. O Shea that the
nane be "Canadi an Lakehead rel ess Experinmenters”. This notion was carried.

The follomﬁng items are presented as our idea of a proper constitution for
our Cub: (The bulk of themare taken fromthe constitution of the Radio

Tel egraphers' Club of Wnnipeg, or as it is known now, The Manitoba Wreless
Experi menters Associ ation.

1. This dub shall be known as "The Canadi an Wrel ess Experinmenters".
2. The objects of the Club are:

(1) The di ssenmi nating of radi o know edge anong t he nmenbers by short
| ectures or talks.

(ii) Mitual co-operation and interchange of ideas to pronote the welfare
of amateur radi o conmuni cation

3. The nmenbership shall consist of the first nenbers who shall be called
"Charter Menbers", and any subsequent nenbers admitted nust obtain at
| east two thirds vote of the menbers present at a regul ar neeting.
Applicant to be vouched for by proposer and seconder, who nust be nmenbers
i n good standing.

4. The officers shall consist of President, Vice-President and Secretary-
T;??SUVGT' with the District Radio Inspector as Honorary President ex-
of ficio.

5. The annual fee shall be .50¢ which can be raised or |owered as found

necessary. Each nenber shall pay for his own expenses in connection wth
di nners, etc.

6. Al'l funds shall be deposited in the Bank of Mntreal, Fort WIlliam and
can be wi thdrawn on the signatures of the President and the Secretary-
Treasurer.

7. A regul ar dinner neeting shall be held every three nonths but a neeting
may be called at the discretion of the President or any four nenbers.

8. No menber shall dispose of the property of the club, or pledge the credit
of the club except as authorized by vote of a regular neeting.

9. The annual general neeting and election of officers shall be held during
the month of April of each year

10. There shall be a quorumof at |east five nenbers including at |east one
O ficer, but the nenbership nust be notified of the nmeeting before hand.

11. No anmendnent shall be made to these rul es except at annual neeting and two

weeks notice shall be given of the notion

The Secretary was instructed to wite to the A RRL. headquarters to send
data on Cub formation and any other information they may have.

It was noved by M. Partington that this nmeeting give authority to the
Secretary to collect all dues fromthe nenbers as soon as possible and to await
8gotat|ons on |etterhead paper and after conferring with the President and the

ai rman of the Executive he is to be given authority to ?o ahead and purchase a
sufficient supply and to take orders from other nenbers of the club

J. Fieldhouse noved that we call another neeting on Thursday, May 10th at 7
o'clock inthe YYMC A Fort WIlliamto have the constitution passed on. This
was seconded by M. O Shea and carri ed.

Moved by M. MDonal d that the Governnent Radi o | nspector be Honorary
Presi dent, which was seconded by M. Partington and carried.

The neeting then adj ourned.
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
