
General Meeting 10 May 1934

The Canadian Lakehead Wireless Experimenters 

A dinner meeting of the C.L.W.E. was held on Thursday, May 10th
in the Y.M.C.A., Fort William, at 7 pm.

After the adoption of the minutes on a motion of J. Fieldhouse
and seconded by C. Partington the new members were introduced by
the President, P. J. O'Shea.

Correspondence was read from the A.R.R.L. and on a motion of A.
Campbell it was decided to fill out the Resolution of Affiliation
form with the A.R.R.L. This was seconded by B. Barley and carried.

There was some discussion on prices being charged by the various
radio firms and Mr. O'Shea stated that Mahon Electric Company were
willing to give us the dealer's discount on all radio parts and
tubes they stock, the Secretary is to make a list of those eligible
to receive this discount for Mahons.

The Executive Committee then presented their recommendations.

After some discussion and a vote, it was decided to use the name
"Canadian Lakehead Wireless Experimenters" as suggested by the
Executive Committee.

Moved by J. Sky that all qualified (local) amateurs holding Radio
Operating Certificates at this date be known as the Charter Members
of the Club, amounting to about 27 members altogether. This was
seconded by C.C. MacDonald and carried.

It was decided to make it a rule on a motion of C. MacDonald that
the officers must be active transmitting amateurs with their call
letters. This was seconded by R. Godsalve and carried.

C.C. MacDonald of Port Arthur was elected unanimously to the
position of Vice President of the Club.

It was decided that the Secretary write to the Canadian General
Electric Company and the Lyceum Theatre and thank them for the use
of the films from the former company and the projector from the
latter.

Dr. Quakenbush moved that we buy 3,000 letterheads from the Daily
Times-Journal to sell to the members and for the carrying out of
the Club's business, the design to be left in the hands of the
Executive. This was seconded by Mr. Partington and carried.

Mr. C.C. MacDonald moved that each member be privileged to bring
one or more guests and to be responsible for them, but at the
discretion of the Executive can be excluded from any business of
the Club. This was seconded by Dr. Quakenbush and carried.

Dr. Quakenbush suggested that as the Wesley Choir would be going
to the World's Fair in Chicago arrangements be made for the
handling of traffic. Mr. O'Shea promised to look after this.

One of the features of the evening was the showing of pictures
from the Canadian General Electric Company on the workings of
radio. These were shown by Mr. C. Partington and Dr. Quakenbush
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moved a vote of thanks to Mr. Partington for procuring the
pictures. This was heartily applauded.

The meeting then adjourned.
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
