Meeting, November 15th, 1937

The regular meeting of the club was held in the
Y.M.C.A. at 7:30 p.m. Monday November 15th. After dinner the
meeting was brought to order by President C. MacDonald who asked
the Secretary-Treasurer to read the minutes of the last meeting.
They were adopted as read on a motion by J. Fieldhouse, seconded
by B. Grant and carried.

After a financial report by the Secretary-Treasurer, a
discussion arose as to whether or not back fees should be paid at
the rate of 50¢ per month. After much discussion on the subject
it was;

Moved by P. O'Shea and seconded by B. Rudman and
adopted that all dues in arrear of August 31st be
collected at the rate of 50¢ per month.

The members then talked about changing the fees back to
50¢ per year as formerly. They finally decided of a motion by B.
Grant, seconded by P. O'Shea and adopted;

"That the fees revert to 50¢ per year effective
September 1st. 1937.

Various means of attracting members to the meetings
were then discussed, no definite action being taken.

After considerable talk it was decided to hold a dinner
meeting at the G. B. Tearoom Monday November 29th.

The meeting then was open for a general gab fest,
during which Lloyd Collins read an article on the evils of taking
all the soup from the tank of an xmitter.

At 11:00 o'clock the meeting adjourned.
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
