The regular meeting of the Club was held on Wednesday, March

The minutes of the last regular meeting were confirmed on motion
of AL Fulton - VE3AKI and Jim Patterson - VE3AZL.

The President pointed out that there were two Notices of Motion
that should be presented and voted upon before the election of
officers for the year 1951-52 took place.

Moved by Jim Patterson - VE3AZL - Frank Start - VE3AJ: That henceforth
the name of our Club be known as the Lakehead Amateur Radio Club.Carried.

Moved by Ben Burrell - VE3BMT - Bill Roberts - VE3ARN: That the full
membership for the year 1951-52 be Two Dollars, this amount to
include the cost of a membership pin. Carried.

Considerable discussion took place in connection with the design
for the membership pin and it was decided that a design should be
submitted at the next meeting by all the interested members. Jim
Patterson said that his offer of a prize - two 807's - for the best
design still stood.

The Radio Inspector, Mr Brister, advised that an extra 25 kcs
were now available for phone transmission on the 80 Metre band
making this band 3725 to 4000 kcs. These changes came into force on
March 1st, 1951.

In connection with the elections, the President pointed out that
Harold Peerenboom - VE3EAI nominated as Vice President candidate
would be leaving the Lakehead shortly and had requested that his
name be deleted from the ballot.

Chas. McDonald - VE3GS was appointed chairman during the election
of officers.
