Strength Meter which was proving very useful at his station for tuning
home rig and mobile.

A demonstration by George Lord - VE3BYG on the proper tuning of a
low power rig using a folded dipole antenna was interesting and
instructive. A DX-35 transmitter and a 10 meter antenna were used.

Following a short discussion on the desirability of a North West
Ontario Net, it was moved by Bill Roberts - VE3ARN that the Club
establish a 75 meter net to serve as a traffic handling net for this
section of the province and a relay point between East and West. This
motion was seconded by Hec Wilson - VE3DMZ, and passed. Bill Roberts -
VE3ARN to be the Net Controller.

Copies of the new Constitution were distributed to members in good
standing.

Meeting adjourned at 10:25 pm for coffee and doughnuts and a general
rag-chew.
