The test gear will
be set up for handi-talkies so if you want to test your bhase station rig, be
sure to bring your own source of 12 Vdc. The test set up will allow measure-
ment of power output, input sensitivity, deviation, frequency stability and
spurious and harmonic levels. Bring your rig out and have it checked.
